There may be photos of your Granny’s or great Grandmother and Grandfather’s wedding and they may not look quite the same as weddings today.  Whenever they take place weddings are happy, family occasions and everyone wears their best clothes, gives presents and joins in the party, just as Jesus did when he attended the wedding at Cana in Gallilee in the Bible.  We want you to tell us about weddings.  It might be an opportunity to think about different kinds of ceremonies in our own or other cultures.

You can use any medium you like to explore the theme of marriage and weddings. You might:
Write an essay, a poem, a play or a story about a wedding in your church or community or a ceremony that you have heard about in another part of the world.  You may like to imagine as it was in the past and take part in the story either as yourself or one of the other people taking part.  You might keep an imaginary diary or a blog of events as they happened before and during the BIG day.  You could write about the special customs that are traditional for weddings in your church 

Draw or paint a picture to illustrate the story 

Make a model, a photographic record, a film on video or a collage in paper or textiles of a marriage ceremony as it took place.

Design and perhaps Sew or make wedding outfits. These could perhaps be modelled by a Teddy bear, Action man or a doll
You can work as a group or on your own. There will be a prize for each of 8 categories of entry:
